CONCOURS d’ELEGANCE
SINAIA – 29th of June 2019
F.I.V.A. Event, A Category
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1. ORGANISATION
1.1 Retromobil Club Romania (R.C.R.) , the National Authority of the International Federation of Historic Vehicles (F.I.V.A.), under the High Patronage of RH Prince Radu of Romania, in collaboration with the City Hall of Sinaia and National Museum Peleș are organising the event “Concours d’Elegance” for historic vehicles, a F.I.V.A. – A event, (9th Edition) which will take place at the Peleș Royal Domain in Sinaia. 
1.2 The event will take place on Saturday, the 29th of June 2019. 

2. ADMITTED VEHICLES / REGISTRATION 
2.1 Historic vehicles which own a F.I.V.A. Identity Card can participate in the event only one time. 
2.2 It shall be inadmissible for vehicles to display inscriptions, logos of sponsors or race numbers, unless they are sports vehicles which have participated in sports competitions and which are historically related to them. It is allowed to place on the vehicle the badge of the club in which the participant is member, provided it doesn’t feature any general advertising. 
2.3 Registrations must be submitted to secretariat@retromobil.ro by specifying: 

- name of the owner 

- brand, model of the automobile 

- fabrication year 

- recto/verso scan of the F.I.V.A. Identity Card 

- scan of the proof of payment for juror fees and expenses amounting to 300 Lei  

2.4 Any type of historic vehicles, automobiles and motorcycles can participate in the Concours 
d’ Elegance, in accordance with paragraph 2.3, except for utilitarian, 4x4 and military vehicles (with exceptions from 3.2.5.).  
2.5 The deadline for registration to the Concours d’Elegance is June 1st , 2019. 
3. CLASSIFICATION OF VEHICLES 
3.1 According to the production year and in accordance with F.I.VA. classification, vehicles fall into the following categories: 

- Class A Ancestor– built before the 31st of December 1904 

- Class B Veteran– built between the 1st of January 1905 and the 31st of December 1918 

- Class C Vintage– built between the 1st of January 1919 and the 31st of December 1930 

- Class D Post Vintage– built between the 1st of January 1931 and the 31st of December 1945 

- Class E Post War– built between the 1st of January 1946 and the 31st of December 1960 

- Class F– built between the 1st of January 1961 and the 31st of December 1970 

- Class G– built after the 1st of January 1971 and before 1ST January 1990 

3.2 In accordance with the present regulations, these classes shall be grouped as follows: 

3.2.1 PRE-WAR automobiles, a category consisting of the F.I.V.A. classes A, B, C, and D:
- pre-war cabriolet group
- pre-war coupe group 

- sedan group (including the « sedanca » version)
3.2.2 POST-WAR automobiles, a category consisting of the F.I.V.A. classes E, F, and G:

- post-war cabriolet group
- post-war coupe group 

- sedan group
3.2.3. Competition automobiles « Competing with the wind», a category consisting of F.I.V.A. classes A, B, C, D, E, F, and G. 
3.2.4. Motorcycles« Two historic wheels » , a category consisting of F.I.V.A. classes A, B, C, D, E, F, and G. 

3.2.5. Romanian production automobiles, ”Made in Romania”, consisting of the F.I.V.A. classes D, E, F, G,  

compete in a distinct class which doesn’t score for the “Best of Show” award.  In this category are accepted 4x4 and utilitarian vehicles in civilian version. 
3.2.6. Iconic small sized automobiles « Small sized legends », formata din clasele F.I.V.A. – A, B, C, D, E, F, G,

If in a group the number of registered automobiles is less than three, it will be incorporated in one of the other groups (cabriolet(coupe or coupe(sedan). 

4. ORGANISATION AND DEVELOPMENT 
4.1 At the Concours d’Elegance vehicles shall be parked in the designated areas in accordance with the classification of articles 3.2.1, 3.2.2, 3.2.3, 3.2.4., 3.2.6. and 3.2.6.
4.2 Vehicles shall be inspected and assessed by the members of the jury following the announcement of the start of the Concours d’Elegance. Participants will have to be present next to the vehicle during the inspection made by the jurors and answer their questions. 
4.3 The jury of the Concours d’Elegance shall consist of 3 to 11 members and it will have the following composition:  

- 1 President 

- 2-10 Members 
4.4 The president of the jury coordinates the activity of the jurors and presents the results of the Concours d’Elegance. If there is an equal score between two or more historic vehicles, following the consultation with the jurors, the President of the jury shall decide without the right of appeal upon a vehicle that is to be designated the winner. 
4.5 The decision of the jury is final and irrevocable, and no objections are allowed following the announcement of the official results, except for the request to verify the score calculus.  

4.6 The participating historic vehicles must arrive at the Peleș Royal Domain in Sinaia on Friday, the 28th of June 2019, by 1:00 PM. The maximum rate of travel on the Peleș Royal Domain is 5 km/h. On Friday night, the jury will take a first look at the participating vehicles. 

4.7 On Saturday, the 29th of June 2018, the participants must be present next to their vehicles between 8:30 and 9:00 AM. All participants must be available for the jurors with their mobile phones turned on. The parade in front the jury/public is between 12:00 and 1:30 PM. Lunch break is between 1:30 and 2:30 PM. The jurors will inform the participants in each category upon the interval when they are to inspect the vehicles. We recommend the participants to use camp chairs and ensure at all times the presence of a person in order to keep a check on the vehicle. At 4:00 PM, the jurors’ inspection of the vehicles will come to an end and for the tie-break of two participating vehicles they can call for an additional inspection of two or more vehicles. The interval 4:00-4:30 PM can be used by participants for rest. At 4:30 PM all participants must be present on the Peleș Royal Domain for the parade which is to begin at 5:00 PM. After travelling both ways on Carol I Boulevard, the participating historic vehicles shall be exhibited for about an hour in the area of the city’s park entrance. At 6:00 PM, in front of the Sinaia Casino, the award ceremony will be held. Starting with 9:00 PM there will be a gala dinner in the Sinaia Casino Ballroom. On Sunday, the 30th June is an ad lib. schedule. 
5. EVALUATION – ARBITRATION RULES
5.1 Vehicles shall be assessed based on their historic, technical and aesthetic value, taking into account their rarity and authenticity, their elegance and refinement of their design. The jury reserves its right to dismiss automobiles which are not in complete accordance with the above-mentioned requests.  

5.2 The jury will decide upon awarding any of the selected historic automobiles, and their decision shall be justified. Before participating in the event, candidates agree to have their vehicles inspected by representatives of the jury or of the organizer.  

5.3 Aside from the degree of originality, the state of preservation and/ or the quality of the restoration, the jury will pay special attention to the following evaluation criteria: 

5.3.1 THE EXTERIOR 
5.3.1.1 Car body and folding top.............................................................................................. 4 points 
General condition, match of the elements, alignment, material of the soft-top cover, doors, attachments, changes in the lines of the car body, shape, dimensions will be evaluated etc.
5.3.1.2 Decorative elements .................................................................................................... 4 points 
Nickel, chrome, cadmium, brass, plated parts, whether they are made correctly, in accordance with the period, shine, surface, rust, finish. It is the front and rear bumpers, window frames, headlights, brake lights, etc. will be especially inspected.  
5.3.1.3 Paintwork ..................................................................................................................... 4 points 
Exterior and interior paintwork will be evaluated in terms of authenticity and/ or originality, the state and originality of seals.
5.3.2 ORIGINALITY
5.3.2.1 Originality ..................................................................................................................20 points 
Originality as a whole both will be evaluated on the outside and on the inside, including mechanics (engine, gearbox, electrical components, cooling system, brake system, steering, etc.). 
The jury will decide whether the vehicle is completely/partial restored or preserved. 
A restored vehicle must be in accordance with the original specifications. 
5.3.2.2 Written material, documentations, details of authenticity .............................................5 points 
Participants (or their representatives) can present the jury, during the inspection, documentations regarding the vehicle or its history, information which they believe to be important for a correct evaluation of the vehicle.  
Restoring documentations will be evaluated, the vehicle’s manual, “heritage certificate”, service manual, technical book of the automobiles and elements of authenticity such as jack, toolbox, spare tire, air pump, radio, etc. 
Unauthentic safety elements such as rear-view mirrors, seat belts or fire extinguishers may by allowed, on condition that their placement on the vehicle does not compromise its originality. The jury shall award demerits for unusual colours/ combinations of colours and non-original chrome, nickel, cadmium or other metal parts or panelling (over-restoration).   
Replaceable parts such as tires, batteries, spark plugs, etc. should be as close as possible to the original ones. 
A preserved vehicle shall get maximum score, if its state of originality has been carefully maintained. 
5.3.2.3 Overall appearance and elegance................................................................................ 40 points 
Aesthetic appearance, the shape of the exterior and of the interior will be evaluated. Rarity, aspects related to the history, category and position of the historic vehicle in relation to the manufacture period will be established.  
5.3.3 MECHANICS 
5.3.3.1 Engine and engine compartment.................................................................................. 4 points
The engine will be started. There will be an evaluation of the engine compartment with respect to cleanness and appearance. There will be an evaluation of engine elements and attachments. There will be an inspection of oil or water leaks, shine, rust, general state and functioning condition.  
5.3.3.2 Chassis, axel and transmission .................................................................................... 4 points 
There will be an evaluation of the general state of the vehicle’s chassis, gearbox, functioning, brakes, wheels, suspension, steering, and fuel tank. 
5.3.3.3 Lights & horn................................................................................................................ 3 points 
There will be an inspection of activation and functioning of front lights, brake lights, signalling, side lights, and horn.  
5.3.4 INTERIOR 
5.3.4.1 Passenger compartment ............................................................................................. 4 points 
Seats, fittings, dashboard, roof, degree of originality/ authenticity, its condition and functionality and whether or not they are complete will also be evaluated. 
5.3.4.2 Material...................................................................................................................... 4 points 
There will be an assessment of used materials and accessories, their colour, surface, appearance and quality (textile, leather, wood, metal, plastic, etc.). There will be an assessment of the state of preservation or originality.  
5.3.4.3 Dashboard .................................................................................................................... 4 points
There will be an inspection of originality, the state of preservation, whether or not it is complete, as well as the functionality of the instruments of the dashboard, including the steering wheel. 
5.4 The objectives of these evaluation criteria are to create the jury’s common assessment basis for all vehicles that participate in the competition. 

5.5 The evaluation shall be made on arbitration sheets for each participating vehicle. 

5.6 The maximum score for evaluation, regardless of the category of the vehicle, is of 100 points. 

5.7 Convertible vehicles can be exposed with the rooftop detached, and at the request of the jurors, it will be retracted in the open/closed position. The jury will ask the participants to turn on the engine. The jury will be able to take a seat inside the participating vehicles for a better assessment of the interior. 
5.8. For motorcycles, the jury will adapt the rules of evaluation accordingly.  

6. AWARDS 
6.1 Following the inspection of the historic vehicles registered in the competition, the jury will decide upon the winners according to their score. The President of the jury will announce the winners and hand over the awards of the competition. 

6.2 The jury and/ or the Sponsors of the Concours d’Elegance can give special awards. 
6.3 Each participant shall be given Diplomas/ Participation Plaque/ Poster. 

6.4 The awards are as follows: 

- Best of Show 

- Award of the Audience (based on the vote of the audience expressed on Saturday, the 29th of June 2019 between 10:00 AM and 4:00 PM) 
- Best restored POST WAR historic vehicle 
- Best restored PRE WAR historic vehicle

- The award for the longest trip (on wheels)  

- The oldest participating automobile (if two automobiles are produced in the same year, the choice is that of the President of the jury)
- Best preserved historic vehicle (non-restored)
- Special prize of the jury

- Special prize of the main sponsor of RCR  
- Awards I, II and III PRE-WAR cabriolet

- Awards I, II and III PRE-WAR coupe

 - Awards I, II and III PRE-WAR sedan

- Awards I, II and III POST-WAR cabriolet
- Awards I, II and III POST-WAR coupe

- Awards I, II and III POST-WAR sedan 
- Awards I, II and III Competition automobiles 

- Awards I, II and III Moto                                 
- Awards I, II and III Made in Romania 
- Awards I, II and III Small sized automobiles

7. MISCELLANEA 
7.1 Participants in the Concours d’Elegance must try as much as possible to dress up according to the époque and vehicle which they present. Being a Concours d’Elegance, vestment during the entire event (including the gala dinner) must be elegant par excellence. 
7.2 Transport, accommodation and meals (except for the gala dinner) of the crews participating in the competition devolve on them.  Being a mostly static event, the transportation of participating vehicles is free of choice and at the expense of each owner.  

7.3 Participants in the Concours d’Elegance shall pay an arbitration fee amounting to 300 RON per participating automobile when they register. For the 2019 edition the participation fee for contestants (two persons) includes the festive dinner organized on Saturday, 29.06. Participants can bring guests to the festive dinner by paying a fee amounting to 100 RON/ person (gratuitousness for children). 
7.4 Historic vehicles participating in the Concours d’Elegance must be present on the Peleș Royal Domain on Friday, 28.06.2019 by 1:00 PM tops. The access on car trailers which transport participating vehicles to the Peleș Royal Domain is forbidden. Warning! Automobiles which do not comply with the date/ time for presentation are automatically excluded from the competition, except for special circumstances that need to be communicated with the organizers. 
7.5 The award ceremony of the Concours d’Elegance shall take place in the park of the Sinaia Casino on Saturday, 29.06.2019 starting with 6:00 PM.  

7.6 Participants will be part of the event on their own account, and the organizers are not responsible for any kind of damages of the vehicles or participating crews. 

7.7 The present regulation shall be governed by the Romanian law, which will be the exclusive law of settlements in Romanian courts of any disputes that may appear in relation to the present Regulation of Competition. 

7.8 Hors-concours participation in the show is allowed based on availability and only on registration. It is forbidden to park vehicles of the show on the alleys on the Peleș Royal Domain.
7.9 In case of emergency, Retromobil Club Romania reserve the right to modify or annul the procedure of the event, with the notification of the participants registered at the event.
